Description of Impact (Include Quantitative Data if Possible): Since the Tribe has more stringent water quality standards than the state standard, there is potential for water quality within waters of the Reservation to be impacted by lad use activities off the Reservation. Water quantity within some creeks has not yet been determined and the potential for overuse exists, if there was no cooperation among consumptive users. If contaminated areas at Midnite Mine Superfund site were to be used, mining waste would pose significant threats to human health and the environment.   
Recommendation: The final EIS/IRMP should include information about anticipated collaboration and cooperation with adjacent landowners to preserve water quality and quantity on and off the Reservation. The final should also specify that contaminated areas at the mining site will not be used until cleanup is complete and monitoring assures the public that the site poses no further threats to  human health and the environment.
