The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) Region 4 reviewed the subject Final Environmental Impact Statement (FEIS) pursuant to Section 309 of the Clean Air Act, and Section 102 (2)(C) of the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA). The purpose of this letter is to provide you with EPA’s comments.


The FEIS assesses the potential environmental impacts of the management plan for the Abraham Lincoln Birthplace National Historic Site. Alternative C is identified as the NPS preferred alternative. Alternative C would return the site to a greater semblance of its historic appearance, enhance visitor opportunities, and preserve or adaptively use cultural resources. We note that Alternative C will have no adverse effects on cultural resources, and that impacts to the environment would be negligible, with long-term beneficial impacts on visitor experiences. 


The EPA review did not identify any potential environmental impacts requiring substantive changes to the proposal. We fully support the NPS effort to preserve this important historic site.
