Description of Impact (Include Quantitative Data if Possible): Because of vegetation removal and other mechanical/physical invasive plant treatments, the project could further degrade water quality within water bodies that are already on 303(d) list due to exceedances of temperature and sediment load criteria. If added to other impacts from other forest activities, the cumulative effects on water quality could also be significant. In the project area, there are 9 creeks on the Oregon State’s 2002 303(d) list due to temperature and sediment loads exceedances, and 2 creeks on Washington State’s 2004 303(d) list due to exceedances of the temperature criterion. It is also likely that if tribal water quality standards were considered, more water bodies could be impaired. 
Recommendation:  Work with concerned States and Tribal Governments to assure that their approved water quality standards are met. Include in the final EIS, information about how weeds within buffers and aquatic invasives will be treated.
