Section 4(f) Documentation

The Preferred Alternative for the 75™ St. Corridor Improvement Project (CIP) will include a
requirement for minor clearing and temporary construction work in two publicly-owned parks —
Hamilton Park and Leland Giants Park. In both cases, the proposed work will consist of construction
of anew retaining wall entirely on railroad property along the toe of existing railroad embankments.
Upon completion of construction, the park lands will be restored according to a plan to be approved
by the Chicago Park District (CPD) and the Illinois Historic Preservation Agency (IHPA). IHPA is
the State Historic Preservation Office for the state of 1llinois. Documentation of their concurrence
that the proposed project will have no adverse effect on Hamilton Park, a property listed on the
National Register, is presented in Appendix H, Section 106 Documentation.
